The review will focus on the Police Department͛s operational and resource deploǇment͕ including 
how Philadelphia compares to other police departments across the country and best practices in 
policing. The review is in response to a request from City Council to analyze spending on police 
and related functions, which has exceeded $725 million in recent fiscal years. 
 
The review will be performed by Stout, an advisory firm with expertise in accounting and analysis 
of public finance. Center for Policing Equity, a leader in the assessment and analysis of policing 
activities and equity, and Horsey, Buckner & Heffler, a minority-controlled financial firm, will also 
support the review.   
 
While all analysis and financial work will be led by Stout and its subcontractors, the Community 
Council will meet regularly to receive updates, give feedback, and provide additional background 
and context to some of the issues reviewed based on their personal experiences and knowledge.  
 
The review is expected to be complete by June 2022 and the report will be released publicly 
once final.
